Markets.

Topics This Week.  A modestly down week, with markets reacting to interest rate 
fluctuations and, for energy, falling oil prices.  For the week, the DOW was down 
0.5%; the S&P and NASDAQ were both down 0.8%; and the Russell 2000 was 
down sharply at 2.8%.  The Fed is continuing it policy of keeping short term rates 
low, but allowing longer term rates to rise, with a rather steep (and bank-friendly) 
yield curve.  More sentiment is shifting to value stocks and away from growth 
stocks.

Bitcoin and cryptocurrencies.   I posted on the Forum website, an OLLI class, 
from Summer 2020, on cryptocurrencies.  It is a little over an hour, and talks 
about the history of payment systems, and Bitcoin and cryptocurrencies.  It may 
not answer all of your questions on Bitcoin, though.
