All eyes were on the Fed and the 
minutes of its meeting a few weeks earlier, and more certainty of 3 (or 4) 
rate hikes in 2022, along with reduced bond buying and even reducing the 
Fed’s $9 trillion balance sheet.  Higher rates walloped the growth stocks, as 
Cathie Wood and funds no doubt noticed.
