The DOW was up 4.2%; the S&P was up 5.9%; the NASDAQ 
was up 8.1%, and the Russell 2000 was up 4.6%.  Only the NASDAQ is 
now in bear market territory (down 27.6%) YTD.  The big news was the 
moderating inflation numbers on Thursday, which raised hopes that the Fed 
will ease off on rate increases, and which sent stocks soaring.  And the 
mid-term election results point to political gridlock, which is usually 
favorable for markets.  Have we seen a bottom?  

META and Elon Musk and Twitter continue to produce stories.  And crypto.  
Another crash and burn, this time crypto exchange FTX, and a boy wonder, 
Sam Bankman-Fried, leaves many of us scratching our heads - what is 
crypto and is there any there, there?
