Markets.

Stocks were little changed for the two weeks since we last met. For the
week ending 11/25, the DOW was up 1.8%; the S&P was up 1.5%; the
NASDAQ was up 0.7%; and the Russell 2000 was up 1.1%. Have we hit
the lows and will we have a “Santa Claus rally?” The yield curve is
significantly inverted with the 2-year Treasury now yielding .77% higher
than the 10-year. A historic predictor of recession, but also an opportunity
noted by Forum CD buyers.
