Another down week, with the S&P down 2.3%; the NASDAQ down 2.4%; 
the Russell 2000 down 1.5%, gold up 2.9%; Bitcoin even; and the 10-year 
Treasury at 4.31%. Friday’s rally made the week slightly less-bad.   Drivers 
were uncertainty over economic policy (especially tariffs) and politics, 
increased consumer pessimism, which may slow spending.  Many experts 
are predicting slowing economic growth and  a recession.  Inflation 
numbers were steady.
